in order to be entitled to attend and vote at the Annual General Meeting.
Such shareholders may only cast votes in respect of shares held at such time.
Changes to entries on the relevant register after that time shall be disregarded
in determining the rights of any person to attend or vote at the meeting.

. The right to appoint a proxy does not apply to persons whose shares are held

on their behalf by another person and who have been nominated to receive
communications from the company in accordance with section 146 of the
Act (‘'nominated persons’). Nominated persons may have a right under an
agreement with the registered shareholder who holds the shares on their
behalf to be appointed (or to have someone else appointed) as a proxy.
Alternatively, if nominated persons do not have such a right, or do not wish to
exercise it, they may have a right under such an agreement to give instructions
to the person holding the shares as to the exercise of voting rights.
